Their responsibilities
include greeting members and guests, guiding and directing
them to available seating, providing the bulletins outlining
the service, accommodating those with hearing or visual
difficulties, ushering people for Communion, collecting
offering, and sustaining a meaningful atmosphere for
sacred worship.
